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Dosage form: Cream/py

Composition: Betamethasone dipropionate 0.643 mg*
*Equivalent to 0.5 mg Betamethasone.
Clotrimazole 10.00 mg
Gentamicin (as sulfate) 1.00 mg
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TRIDERM Cream is indicated for the treatment of corticosteroid-responsive dermatoses when
complicated by infections caused by bacteria (sensitive to gentamicin) and fungi (sensitive to
clotrimazole) or when the possibility of such infections is suspected. The cream is suitable for the
use of oozing eczema.
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entire lesion, as well as surrounding healthy skin, should be covered.

Duration of treatment is based on the clinical response, as well as on clinical and microbiological
findings.

A period of 2-3 weeks continuous treatment should preferably not be exceeded. If clinical improvement
is not achieved by 2-3 weeks, diagnosis should be reviewed.

Children 2 to 12 years old:

Apply a thin film to only the affected skin and carefully rub in. Apply a sufficient amount no more
frequently than twice daily with at least 6-12 hours between applications.

Triderm should be used with caution in children from the age of 2-12 years, not longer than 5-7 days
and not on extensive body areas. The use in children under the age of 2 years is not recommended.

If Triderm must be used in children from the age of 2-12 years, the treatment should be closely
monitored by a doctor, as the active substances may penetrate the skin and cause undesirable events.
This applies in particular for the treatment of highly absorbing skin areas like the face, neck, scalp,
genital or rectal region and in skin folds.
