SUICIDALITY AND ANTIDEPRESSANT DRUGS 

Antidepressants increased the risk of suicidal thoughts and behaviour in 
children, adolescents, and young adults in short-term trials. These trials did 
not show an increase in the risk of suicidal thoughts and behaviour with 

patients over age 25; there was a reduction in risk with antidepressant use in 
subjects aged 65 and older (see section 4.4 Special  antidepressant use in

warnings and precautions for use). 

In patients of all ages who are started on antidepressant therapy, monitor 
closely for clinical worsening and for emergence of suicidal thoughts and 
behaviours. Advise families and caregivers of the need for close observation 
and communication with the prescriber (see section 4.4 Special warnings and 
precautions for use).

4.9      Overdose 
In postmarketing experience, overdose with venlafaxine was reported 



 

predominantly in combination with alcohol and/or other medicinal products, 
including cases with fatal outcome. The most commonly reported events in 
overdose include tachycardia, changes in level of consciousness (ranging 
from somnolence to coma), mydriasis, convulsion, and vomiting. Other 
reported events include electrocardiographic changes (e.g., prolongation of 
QT interval, bundle branch block, QRS prolongation [see section 5.1]), 
ventricular tachycardia, bradycardia, hypotension, hypoglycaemia, vertigo, 
and deaths. Severe poisoning symptoms may occur in adults after intake of 
approximately 3 grams of venlafaxine.
