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Infusion-related reactions

Across monotherapy and combination mCRC clinical studies (n = 2224), infusion-related
reactions (occurring within 24 hours of any infusion), which may include signs and symptoms
such as chills, fever or dyspnea, were reported in approximately 15% of Vectibix-treated
patients, of which 0.31% were severe (grade 3 and 4).
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
