important side effects

This drug may affect your liver function, your
blood pressure and certain cells in your blood
that are important to fight infections.

If you have any of the following side effects,

please contact your doctor immediately:

e Your skin or the whites of your eyes turn
yellow, dark urine, nausea or vomiting and
abdominal pain. In this case you may have a
problem with your liver.

o High fever, cough, chills, swollen glands,
reduced urination or painful urine flow. In this
case you may have an infection.

For women of childbearing potential
including girls and adolescents and their
parents/main caregivers

e Do not start Teriflunomide Taro when you
are pregnant, or if you think you may be
pregnant. Your doctor may ask you to do a
pregnancy test to make sure.

o Use effective contraception during and after
treatment with Teriflunomide Taro. Your
doctor will provide counselling on the potential
risks to the foetus and on the need for effective
contraception.

o Contact your doctor if you want to change the
contraception method or if you want to conceive.

o If you become pregnant or suspect that you
are pregnant, stop taking Teriflunomide
Taro and contact your doctor immediately.

e In case of pregnancy, your doctor may
suggest treatment with certain medicines to
remove Teriflunomide Taro rapidly and
sufficiently from your body.

 You should also discuss with your doctor if you
plan to or are breastfeeding.

e For parents/caregivers or girls and
adolescents: Please contact the patient's
doctor when she experiences menses for the
first time in order to get counselling about the
risk to the foetus and the need for
contraception.
