Rubella virus Wistar RA 27/3 strain (live, attenuated) (not less than 3.00 log1o TCIDso)
Mumps virus Jeryl Lynn (Level B) strain (live, attenuated) (not less than 4.30 log1o TCIDso)
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ProQuad is indicated for simultaneous vaccination against measles, mumps, rubella, and varicella in
individuals from 12 months of age to 12 years of age.
