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Asthma
Trelegy Ellipta 92/55/22 mcg and Trelegy Ellipta 184/55/22 mcg are indicated for the maintenance treatment of asthma in
patients aged 18 years and older. Trelegy Ellipta 92/55/22 mcg and Trelegy Ellipta 184/55/22 mcg should be prescribed for
patients who are not adequately controlled on maintenance asthma medication, such as an ICS/LABA.

COPD (Chronic Obstructive Pulmonary Disease)

Trelegy Ellipta 92/55/22 is indicated as a maintenance treatment in adult patients with moderate to severe chronic obstructive
pulmonary disease (COPD) who are not adequately treated by a combination of an inhaled corticosteroid and a long-acting
[2-agonist or a combination of a long-acting 2-agonist and a long-acting muscarinic antagonist .
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4.4  Special warnings and precautions for use

Anticholinergic activity

Trelegy Ellipta should be used with caution in patients with narrow-angle glaucoma-erurinary-retention. Patients should be
informed about the signs and symptoms of acute narrow-angle glaucoma and should be informed to stop using Trelegy
Ellipta and to contact their doctor immediately should any of these signs or symptoms develop.

Caution should be advised when prescribing Trelegy Ellipta in patients with urinary retention or risk factors for urinary
retention, e.g. benign prostatic hypertrophy. Cases of acute urinary retention have been observed in the post-marketing setting

(see section 4.8).
