Brivaracetam plasma concentrations may increase when coadministered with CYP2C19 strong inhibitors
(e.g. fluconazole, fluvoxamine), but the risk of a clinically relevant CYP2C19-mediated interaction is
considered to be low. Limited clinical data are available implying that coadministration of cannabidiol may
increase the plasma exposure of brivaracetam, possibly through CYP2C19 inhibition, but the clinical
relevance is uncertain.
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
